Side effects: 
 Headache: 
 If you are in pain please take Tylenol. Do not use Advil or Aspirin. 
 Nausea :     
 If you are sensitive to medications or petite, it is best to do one eye at a time rather than both  together


If possible, avoid blood thinning medications for one week prior to your laser. Remember that Aspirin and Advil are blood thinners. Do not stop Warfarin (Coumadin), Eliquis, Pradaxa or Xarelto but advise your doctor if you are using these medications.
